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ABSTRACT 
If a differential equation is invariant under a transformation, it is said to possess a symmetry.  Equations with more 

than one symmetry are characterised by the algebra of those symmetries under the operation of taking the Lie 

Bracket – aka the commutator.  We explore the process of determining such symmetries and the calculation of the 

Lie Brackets to identify the algebra.  
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
